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Vision  
To serve people with physical, emotional and 
spiritual needs and support their personal 
change so they may more effectively embrace 
life in the family of God and bear fruit in their 
community. 

History  
The late Rev. Dr. Samuel G. Hines, who 
pastured the Third Street Church of God from 
June 1969 – January 1995, placed a central 
emphasis on the Ministry of Reconciliation – 
God’s One-Item Agenda – to include 
evangelism, spiritual renewal, social injustice and 
the rebuilding of urban communities. 

With the late Mr. John Staggers, a Christian 
layman and sociologist, Dr. Hines led the 
congregation into a shared vision and conviction 
of the Metropolitan Church model for bringing a 
full-cycle ministry to the entire metropolis of 
Washington, DC, by bringing together the 
powerful and powerless among people of all 
races and persuasions through interactions of 
fellowship and service. 

One of the outcomes of these gatherings was the 
Urban Prayer Breakfast which had its genesis in 
the fall of 1980 when a young homeless man 
came into an early Morning Prayer meeting and 
asked for a cup of coffee, which he received.  
Without any attempt to publicize this incident, 
other homeless and needy persons in the 
community started coming in each morning.  
Linkages with members of the National 
Presbyterian Church, other fellowships and 
Christian businessmen enabled the frequency of 
the Breakfast to increase from one to five days a 

week, when a service of one hour is followed by 
the serving of a hot, healthy breakfast and that is 
followed by counseling and other ministries. 

Outlook  
Today, over a hundred men and women are fed 
every weekday with spiritual faith and good food.  
The Director of Urban Outreach of the Third 
Street Church of God provides overall 
supervision for the program, supported by the 
Urban Outreach Advisory Committee made up of 
members of the Third Street Church of God and 
members of National Presbyterian Church.
